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Young Women in Public Affairs (YWPA) Award - Zonta International District 4





The District 4 Awards Committee is very pleased to announce that Christina Weber, submitted by the Zonta Club of St. Catharines, Ontario has been selected as the District 4 YWPA winner. Christina will receive $1,000 from Zonta International as the District 4 YWPA award. The District 4 Awards Committee received applications from 13 clubs out of the 39 clubs in the district (2013 16 clubs). Total applications received by the 13 clubs was 40 (2013 68 applications). The candidates were all exceptional young women creating a very difficult job for the judges. 





Christina plans to attend university for a Health Sciences degree with a specialization in global health at McMaster University or to pursue a Bachelor of Science degree with a minor in International Development at Queen’s University. Christina’s current average is 99.25%. She states that she “will always continue to volunteer both locally and internationally, and I hope to experience as much of the world as I possibly can”. 





Throughout high school she has become a passionate leader of change both locally and globally, as a member of her school's student council along with many clubs and sports. In grade 10 Christina was a leader of Project (Out)Standing, an anti-bullying campaign that worked to increase the self-esteem of local elementary school students so the bully's opinion was no longer important. In grade 11 she co-chaired the Relay for Life event which raised $81000 for cancer research, and she spearheaded an organ donation awareness campaign! For the past two years Christina created and organized various Me to We campaigns (such as We Scare Hunger) as well as campaigns for a Make the Homeless Smile Initiative, a Movember fundraiser for Wellsprings Niagara and a 24-hour famine to raise over $10000 for an international charity. “Through all of these activities I've gained confidence and perspective. They have enabled me to grow not only as a leader, but also as a person.” 





In 2013 Christina was selected as an ambassador for the District School Board of Niagara International for a build with Habitat for Humanity in Vietnam. This March Break she travelled to Antigua Guatemala with International Volunteer HQ to volunteer in an orphanage. She describes her 2013 trip as “the most incredible experience of my life. I learned to understand not only their culture, but also the power of communicating without words (as none of the children spoke English and none of us knew how to speak Vietnamese)!” Christina’s teacher-reference writes: “I have never had a student demonstrate such commitment and initiative when taking on volunteer leadership tasks. It is obvious that Christina loves her community and wants to make it a better place.” Christina’s application is filled with amazing achievements for such a young woman in the areas of public policy, government and volunteer organizations. The District Awards Committee felt Christina truly exemplified these goals of Zonta!
